Fiber Fair is a fami ly fr iendly event, designed to br ing those who produce f iber 
together with those art isans who use natural f ibers, such as wool, l lama, mohair, 
a lpaca, s i lk, leather, and wood.  There wi l l  be demonstrat ions of weaving, dyeing, 
spinning, fe lt ing, qui l t ing; hands-on mini workshops; a hands-on chi ldren’s booth; 
and much more to educate and enterta in the publ ic. 
 
You are invited to part ic ipate by attending the event, having an exhibit ,  a 
demonstrat ion, and/or sales booth.  Dress in 1800’s costumes is encouraged but 
opt ional.  The locat ion of exhibits and demonstrat ion areas wi l l  be posted at the 
registrat ion table. 
 
To emphasize the educational  aspect of the Fiber Fair,  you are encouraged to set 
up displays and demonstrate techniques of your particular craft.   We also 
encourage part ic ipat ion in the fashion show, f leece competit ion, skein competit ion, 
qui l t  b lock contest, and/or the knitt ing and crochet ing speed contests.

Late registrat ion may 
result in your reservat ion being forfeited.  Set-up is to be completed and 
vehicles out of the exhibit area by 9:30 a.m.  Booths are not to be taken down 
before 4 p.m.  For safety, vehicles wi l l  not be permitted back into the exhibit  area 
unt i l  fa ir-goers have t ime to clear the area (after 4:15 p.m.).  Al l  part ic ipants are 
responsible for cleaning their area.  Please take trash to proper containers.
